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The Pima Air & Space Museum, the Titan Missile Museum, the Challenger Learning Center of the
Southwest, and the Arizona Aviation Hall of Fame are all operated by the Arizona Aerospace
Foundation, a 501(c)3 nonprofit organization in Tucson, Arizona. In addition, the foundation
manages the tours for the 309" Aerospace Maintenance and Regeneration Group, the military
aircraft “bone yard” which is located across the street from the Pima Air & Space Museum, and

the 390" Memorial Museum is housed at the air museum.
